I. CALL TO ORDER 

 

Mayfield Mayor Teresa Rochetti-Cantrell, Chair of the PADD Board of Directors, called the 

meeting to order at 3 PM and introduced the proxies and guests.   

 

II. OLD BUSINESS 

 

A. Chair Cantrell asked for approval of the May 15, 2017, Board Meeting minutes. Mr. Bill 

Fraser motioned for approval, Judge Greg Terry seconded and the motion passed 

unanimously. 
 

B. Next, Chair Cantrell called on Mr. Andy Bennett who summarized the Budget-to-Expense 

Report for the month ending April 2017. 

 

C. Chair Cantrell called on Mr. Arthur Boykin, Secretary of the Personnel and Finance 

Committee, for his report.  Mr. Boykin reported that the committee met at 2 PM on June 

19th and reviewed the Executive Director’s monthly travel voucher, timesheet, office credit 

card bill, and the 12-page monthly budget-to-expense report.   

 

Mr. Boykin shared that the Personnel and Finance Committee reviewed and approved an 

amended FY17 Budget, necessary to include all new contracts and contract modifications 

that the PADD received near the end of the fiscal year, that are reported to the PADD Board 

of Directors each month.  The Committee also reviewed and approved the FY18 Budget.  

Mr. Boykin reminded the Board that the budget was based on FY17 contracts, the bulk of 

the new FY18 budgets had not been received.  He further stated that this is not unusual and 

the budget would be amended to reflect the actual numbers as they are received. 

 

Mr. Boykin then called on Ms. Dee Taylor, Associate Director of Human Services, for 

details on seven new contracts/modifications that had been signed by the Executive 

Director.  Ms. Taylor shared the first four contracts were FY17 modifications in the Title III 

Grant Program, Homecare Program, Title VII Ombudsman and Elderly Abuse Grants and 

Improving Arthritis Outcomes.  Then she shared the FY18 State Health Insurance Program 

(SHIP) contract in the amount of $33,684; the FY18 Homecare Program in the amount of 

$1,013,761; and, the FY18 Improving Arthritis Outcomes in the amount of $2,000.  All 

new contracts have operating dates of July 1, 2017 to June 30, 2018 and are funded by the 

Cabinet for Health and Family Services, Department for Aging and Independent Living.   

 

III. NEW BUSINESS 

 

A. Administration 

 

Chair Cantrell called on Vice-Chair Arthur Boykin to give the Selection Committee Report.  

Mr. Boykin stated that the Selection Committee met at 2:45 p.m. on June 17th at the PADD 

office.  As directed by the PADD bylaws, the Selection Committee reviewed the 

appointments and reappointments for all FY18 PADD committees and Mr. Boykin 

recommended approval of the slate presented to the PADD Board of Directors to be 

effective July 1st.  Mr. Boykin moved to approve the slate of committee members for 

FY18 as presented, Mr. Joe Bolin seconded the motion, after discussion from the floor, 

three corrections (Mayor of Paducah changed to Mayor Brandi Harless, Judge  



  

 

 

Leeper’s name corrected and Mark Manning’s residence changed to Calloway 

County) were to be made to the slate of committee members, Chair Cantrell then 

asked for an amendment to accept the motion and second with corrections being 

noted, and it passed unanimously.   

 

 Next, Chair Cantrell stated that the PADD bylaws require the Chairman to appoint and call 

a Nominating Committee meeting in June.  Chair Cantrell called on Judge Greg Terry, 

Judge Larry Elkins and Mr. Clyde Elrod to meet prior to the July Board Meeting, to 

propose an official FY18 slate of officers and she asked Judge Terry to Chair the 

Committee.  Judge Terry agreed to chair and hold a meeting prior to the July Board of 

Directors meeting. 

 

 Chair Cantrell then shared that a Board Voting Delegate to the Kentucky Council of Area 

Development Districts (KCADD) needed to be nominated.  All ADD Board Members are 

members of the KCADD, but the KCADD Bylaws state that the two official, voting 

representatives from each ADD include the Chairman of the Board and another delegate, 

elected by the Board.  Traditionally, the PADD has designated the Vice-Chairman of the 

Board as the second delegate, Chair Cantrell recommended Mr. Arthur Boykin to serve as 

the PADD’s official delegate.  Judge Greg Terry made the motion for Mr. Arthur 

Boykin to serve as a voting delegate to the KCADD Board, Ms. Frances Hamilton 

seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  Chair Cantrell thanked Mr. Boykin for 

his willingness to serve.  She also thanked Judge Greg Terry and Bill Bartleman who served 

as proxies at the June KCADD meeting, held in conjunction with the KY County 

Judge/Executives and KY Magistrates and Commissioners Conference in Louisville. 

 

 Next, Chair Cantrell honored Mr. James O Butts with a Milestone Service Award. Mr. 

Butts has served on the PADD Board of Directors for 20 years. Chair Cantrell provided him 

with a token of appreciation for his service to the region. 

 

B. Guest Speaker 

 

Chair Cantrell introduced the guest speaker, Ms. Michele L. Elison, with the US Census 

Bureau.  Chair Cantrell shared that Ms. Elison has worked with the Census for 17 years and 

was a graduate of the University of Kentucky and the Patterson School of Diplomacy and 

International Commerce.  Ms. Elison began as an enumerator in the 2000 Census, then as a 

Kentucky Field Representative in the 2010 Census, where she successfully coordinated 

outreach campaigns throughout central Kentucky, and the 2020 Census will be her third.  

Ms. Elison spent years managing the data for the Bureau’s multiple surveys, including the 

American Community Survey.  For the upcoming 2020 Census, Michele will serve as the 

Kentucky Partnership Specialist and is charged with improving participation. 

 

In her presentation, Ms. Elison discussed the upcoming Local Update of Census Addressing 

(LUCA) operation that allows tribal, state, and local governments to review and update 

residential addresses. She noted this process improves the Bureau’s address list and 

increases both the accuracy and completeness of the Census so that communities have an 

accurate count. 

 

C. STANDING COMMITTEES 

 

 



  

 

 

1. AGING COMMITTEE  

 

 Chair Cantrell called on Ms. Lee King, the Aging Committee Chairperson to give the 

Aging Committee report.   

 

Ms. King reported that the Kentucky Department for Aging and Independent Living 

allows each ADD the opportunity to reallocate funds as needed to help insure that our 

annual budget is spent at 99% as stated in our contracts.  The process to reallocate 

funds begins with the Aging Committee’s Project Review Subcommittee. They work 

with PADD staff to evaluate subcontractor fiscal year reallocations, current rates of 

expenditure, the percentage of funds expended, and the amount needed by each 

subcontractor to continue services through the rest of the fiscal year. This process 

identifies, then reallocates potential unspent funds and helps assure that at minimum 

99% of all funding received is spent in a timely manner. 
 

Ms. King shared that the Project Review Committee met on May 18th and prepared 

their recommendation.  However, when the Aging Committee met on May 31st, there 

wasn’t a quorum.  The information was presented, but no action could occur.  The 

Project Review Subcommittee recommends action by the PADD Board of Directors, 

to reallocate current year funds and allocate carryover funds from FY 16 as presented.  

Ms. King referred to page 10 and 11 of the handout packet, a memo that describes the 

budget reallocation for Title III programs and the allocation of Title III Carryover 

funds.  The Project Review Subcommittee identified and reallocated potential unspent 

funds to other subcontractors, providing the same Title III services such as Health 

Promotion, Congregate Meals and Home Delivered Meals. In addition, unspent 

Kentucky Homecare Program funds that had been obligated to the PADD were 

identified, then reallocated to Title III services provided by subcontractors.  These 

funds were unspent due to a vacant staff position. 

 

In addition, Ms. King referred to memo on pages 12 and 13 in the handout packet that 

describes the budget reallocation for Kentucky Homecare Program.  The Project 

Review Subcommittee identified and reallocated potential unspent funds to create an 

added line item within Homecare Essentials based on provider and PADD 

recommendation. 

 

 Ms. King reported that based on the recommendation of the Aging Committee’s 

Project Review Subcommittee, Ms. King moved that the Board approve the Title 

III and Kentucky Homecare Program reallocations and the Title III Carryover 

funds allocations, Mr. Clyde Elrod seconded the motion and it passed 

unanimously. 

 

 Ms. King shared the unduplicated number of persons served in April by PADD staff 

through case management and service assistance.   This was accomplished through the 

Family Caregiver, Homecare, State Health Assistance, Ombudsman, Participant 

Directed Services, and the Aging and Disability Resource Center programs.  She also 

shared the unduplicated number of clients served by the PADD’s subcontracted 

partner agencies, the Senior Citizens Centers, West Kentucky Allied Services, and 

Kentucky Legal Aid.  In conclusion, Ms. King shared that all Area Agency on Aging 

and Independent Living program activity reports are located on the PADD’s website. 

 



  

 

 

 

2. REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION COMMITTEE  

 

 Chair Cantrell called upon Hickman County Judge/Executive Kenny Wilson, 

Chairman for the Regional Transportation Committee’s monthly report.  Judge 

Wilson shared that the next Regional Transportation Committee meeting was 

scheduled for Wednesday, July 12 at 1:00 P.M. at the PADD office.  The committee 

will review the regional scores developed from the Strategic Highway Investment 

Formula for Tomorrow (SHIFT) model developed by the Cabinet.  As part of the 

process, the committee will select 25% of the projects from the regional list to receive 

boost points.  The Cabinet is utilizing the SHIFT model to help identify projects for 

the next recommended highway plan. 

 

3. COMMUNITY AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE 

  

 Chair Cantrell called on Mr. Brad Davis for the Community and Economic 

Development Committee report.  He gave the group an update on programs going on 

at the present time.  The Delta Regional Authority SEDAP program had a May 21st 

deadline, in the Purchase eight applications were submitted.  The total amount 

requested was $1.5 million from our area.  The PADD staff heard that almost $12 

million was requested in Kentucky.  The state’s allocation of DRA funds this year was 

$918,000.  Mr. Davis expects to hear about the funding awards later in July. 

 

 Next, Mr. Davis gave an update on the Community Development Block Grant 

(CDBG) program that has a deadline of August 1st for Public Facilities, Housing and 

Community Development categories.  All questions about projects were directed to 

Mr. Davis or M. Jeremy Buchanan.  One final note on CDBG projects are the 

economic development grant is still open for applications and again contact Mr. Davis 

or Mr. Buchanan with questions.  

 

 Mr. Davis reminded that DRA is sponsoring a Creative Placemaking training in 

Paducah on June 26th and 27th.  This is a new initiative by DRA created to strengthen 

local communities and create a better quality of life through the arts.  The DRA 

website includes more information. 

 

 In conclusion, Mr. Davis shared that the listing of projects in the region that were 

submitted to the state clearinghouse in April were included in the hand-out packet.   

 

D. ADVISORY COUNCIL/TASK FORCE/BOARD REPORTS. 

 

1. COMMODITY AND FOOD BANK TASK FORCE 

 

Chair Cantrell called on Mr. Brad Davis, to give the commodity report.  Mr. Davis 

shared the Commodities and Supplemental Food Program disbursements for May 

were 53,218 pounds of commodities to 1,685 seniors.  The Emergency Food 

Assistance Program disbursed 94,923 pounds of commodities to 2,768 household.  In 

addition, 1,993 meals were served through one soup kitchen.   

 



  

Mr. Davis continued to report that, through the Food Bank program, 84,135 pounds of 

commodities were disbursed to 4,346 households, and 3,286 meals were served 

through three soup kitchens.   

 

 

In total, 232,276 pounds were distributed for all four programs.   Secretary Grimes has 

challenged the Kentucky Area Development Districts to raise commodities for 

Kentucky. 

 

2. WATER MANAGEMENT COUNCIL No Report 

 

3. BUSINESS LENDING REPORT  

 

Chair Cantrell called on Mr. Brad Davis, Associate Director of Community and 

Economic Development, for the Business Lending report.  Mr. Davis shared that at 

the present time the PADD has 46 open loans with a total of $2,216,000. In the 504 

loan program, the PADD has 23 open loans in the amount of $13,400,000.  Mr. Davis 

also requested each PADD Board Member to sign a certification that is a requirement 

by Small Business Administration.  All questions were directed to Mr. Davis.  Mayor 

Rose asked if the loans followed the open records, Mr. Davis agreed that yes but some 

parts of the loan would not follow under that law and not be public information. 

 

4. WORKFORCE INNOVATION & OPPORTUNITY REPORT 

 

Chair Cantrell called on Mr. Clyde Elrod for Workforce Innovation and Opportunity 

report.  Mr. Elrod began by shared that the West Kentucky Workforce Board had 

selected the Purchase Area Development District to serve as the One-Stop Operator 

serving the 17 counties the Board serves.  The contract will begin on July 1st and 

officially include the July New Contracts list.  Details of the scope of work will be 

featured at the July Board of Directors meeting. 

 

Next, Mr. Elrod shared that members of the Ballard County Chamber celebrated the 

county’s recent designation as a Work Ready Community.  The county was first 

designated as a Community In-Progress in 2015 and thanks to updated statistics via 

the American Community Survey, they met the required 25% educational attainment 

rate when the Census released the new stats in December.   

 

Mr. Elrod called on Mrs. Medlock for an update on Rapid Response activities.  Ms. 

Medlock shared that the PADD staff along with the partners of the Kentucky Career 

Center provided rapid response activities to two Paducah employers including 

Amerisource Bergen and National Railway Equipment. Amerisource Bergen has 76 

employees who are affected by the company closure.  National Railway Equipment 

employees has 33 employees who will be laid off due to low sales of locomotives. 

 

Ms. Medlock also shared information about the Work Ready Skills Initiative.  She 

gave an overview of how adults interested in the targeted career pathways can access 

short-term training opportunities in their local communities. She also provided an 

update regarding the KAYSER Automotive System expansion. She and other 

workforce staff have organized a hiring event to help identify a new pool of 

applications for the company to consider.  As part of this expansion, the company has 

received a Kentucky TRAINS grant for pre-employment training from the West 

Kentucky Community & Technical College- the state will pay for half and KAYSER 



  

is paying approximately $40,000 to help interested individuals earn their Certified 

Manufacturing Technician certificate to be considered.  The class will be repeated in 

September and in November at no-cost to the individuals who are selected.   

 

 

Approximately 60 individuals will be trained between now and February.  The 

credentials they earn will be the first credentials that West Kentucky Community & 

Technical College can count toward their performance measures for the Work Ready 

Skills Initiative grant.

6. REGIONAL HAZARD MITIGATION COMMITTEE  

 

Chair Cantrell called on Mr. Mark Davis for the Regional Hazard Mitigation Report. 

Mr. Davis gave an update on the Region’s Hazard Mitigation Plan.  A Mitigation 

Planning Team (MPT or Team) had been established for each County.  The makeup 

of these Teams varies based by County; some have chosen to channel input into the 

planning process through the County Emergency Manager while others have invited 

Mr. Davis to attend Local Emergency Planning Committee (LEPC) meetings to 

solicit input.   FEMA guidelines do provide the flexibility for the decision on how 

public input is incorporated into the process to be made at the local level, as long as 

the public input is provided. There is no right or wrong way to incorporate this input 

since FEMA allows this decision to be made at the local level  

 

PADD Staff has met at least once with each MPT, again this depends on the 

approach each County has chosen to take in this process.  Please contact Mr. Davis 

here at the PADD office or your Emergency Manager if you are interested in 

participating.   

 

PADD Staff is presently collecting and analyzing data from the National Weather 

Service (NWS) Storm Event Database and an example was shown on the screen.  

PADD Staff and local Mitigation Planning Teams use this information to look at the 

frequency of events, vulnerabilities and possible trends.  We are looking at all data 

available but the focus of this review will be the last five year period, the period 

since the last plan was prepared.   

 

When possible maps are produced to show the location of events, Mr. Davis 

presented a map depicting the touchdown point or track of tornados recorded in 

McCracken County over the last five years.  This information is then used to assist 

MPT in prioritizing hazards and developing projects to mitigate the impact of these 

hazards.  In the coming weeks you will likely see your County Team reviewing 

critical facilities, like fire stations and water treatment facilities, to assess 

vulnerabilities.  The Team will also seek to determine replacement cost estimates 

for these facilities, so you may receive a request for insurance coverage values 

which provides one measure of current value.  All questions and inquiries were 

directed to Mr. Mark Davis

F. ANNOUNCEMENTS 

   

Chair Cantrell called on Ms. Jennifer Beck Walker, PADD Executive Director, for 

announcements. Ms. Walker announced that Mayfield Mayor Teresa Rochetti-Cantrell 

had been elected 2nd Vice Chair of the Kentucky Council for Area Development Districts 

(KCADD) at their quarterly Board Meeting on Thursday, June 15th, 2017.  Additionally, 

Ms. Walker thanking Judge Greg Terry and Mr. Bill Bartleman for serving as proxies at 

the meeting, held in Louisville in conjunction with the Joint Summer Conference of the 

Kentucky County Judge/Executives Association and Kentucky Magistrates/ 

Commissioners Association.  Ms. Walker shared that at the meeting, the KCADD Board 

approved minimum “Board Member Ethics” for each ADD, and that the PADD would be 

reviewing these against the current approved “Board Member Ethics” to see if there were 

any needed additions.  She also noted that Kentucky Department of Agriculture 

Commissioner Ryan Quarles had been the featured speaker at the meeting.   

 

Next, Ms. Walker informed the Board that she, Judge Terry, and Mayor Cantrell had 

attended the National Association of Regional Councils (NARC) Annual Training 

Conference in Monterey, California, where she was elected to the NARC Executive 

Directors’ Council and where Judge Terry continues to serve as a member of the NARC 

Board of Directors.  She also mentioned that through discussion in an aging services 

session, Oregon has asked if Kentucky would participate in a state-to-state peer review.  

Mayor Cantrell and Judge Terry both shared that the conference agenda included many 

pertinent workshops.   

 

Ms. Walker encouraged the Mayors on the Board to participate the next day in the 

Quarterly Purchase Mayors’ Lunch.  She noted that these meetings started because so 

many of the mayors are part-time mayors and do not get the opportunity to talk to each 

other as frequently as the judge/executives do; although, she stated that she would be 

happy to host the County Judge/Executives in quarterly meetings, as well.   

 

Finally, Ms. Walker stated that the Jackson Purchase Local Official Organization 

(JPLOO) would meet at 4:00 p.m., after adjournment of the PADD Board Meeting, for 

their annual meeting and encouraged all members to stay and attend.   

 

IV. ADJOURNMENT 

 

Mr. Clyde Elrod moved to adjourn, Mr. Pete Galloway seconded the motion and the motion

Kentucky Mississippi River Parkway Commission 

June 30, 2017  

 

The Kentucky Mississippi River Parkway Commission (KMRPC) met on Friday, June

1. Call to Order  
 

Chairman Greg Terry called the meeting to order, thanked everyone for attending and 

suggested that each person introduce themselves.   

 

2. Minutes of the Previous Meeting 

 

Chairman Terry directed the Commission’s attention to the minutes of the November 10, 

2016 and April 21, 2017 meetings as printed on pages 1-4 of the meeting packet.  He also 

noted that the meeting packet had been distributed via email prior to the meeting.  Ms. 

Carissa Viniard made a motion to approve the minutes as printed.  Ms. Alma Blair moved 

to second this motion which was approved by a unanimous vote.   

 

3. Financial Report     

 

Chairman Terry called on Mr. Mark Davis for the financial report which was on page 5 

of the meeting packet.  Mr. Davis reported that per Memorandum of Agreement between 

the Kentucky Tourism, Arts & Heritage Cabinet, Kentucky Transportation Cabinet, 

Kentucky MRPC and PADD, the budget is comprised of $13,500 PADD administrative 

services with at break down of this amount to $7,500 travel + $6,000 PADD

administration, $6,500 project funds and $10,000 dues.  It was noted that National MRPC 

dues are $15,000 per State however Kentucky has only pledged $10,000 and the National 

Office has taken this into account in developing their program budget.   

 

Mr. Davis went on to report that the $6,000 in PADD administrative services would be 

completely utilized, $2,647.20 had been spent on travel to the National MRPC Annual 

Meeting, $1,962.33 on the National MRPC Semi Annual Meeting, $150 for National 

Trail of Tears dues and $6,345.43 on “Do It All on the Trails” t shirts which are used to 

promote Kentucky’s Mississippi River Counties.  Ms. Blair then made a motion to 

approve the financial report as presented, Ms. Nicole Jones seconded this motion and it 

was approved with all present voting in the affirmative.   

 

4. Election of Officers    
 

Chairman Terry called on Mr. Davis who reported that, after consulting each KMRPC

Mr. Charles Blair made a motion to approve this slate of officers.  Ms. Viniard seconded 

this motion which passed by a unanimous vote.  

 

5. MRPC Semi Annual Meeting Report 

 

Chairman Terry reported that Kentucky had hosted the National MRPC Semi Annual 

Meeting in Paducah on April 19-21, 2017. This meeting was well attended with the local 

Commission hosting an opening reception on the April 19th followed by a tour of 

Kentucky’s Mississippi River Counties, organized by KYGROO on April 20th.  The 

following day Mr. Ron Brooks from Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife spoke on 

Asian carp issues followed by a presentation about the Kentucky Trail Towns program by 

Seth Wheat.     

 

6. Kentucky MRPC/GRR and KYGRRO Project Status   

 

Mr. Davis reported that the City of Wickliffe’s Welcome Center was now open and 

staffed Monday through Saturday 10 am – 2 pm and for special events.  The Center is 

considered part of the northern Great River Road portal into Kentucky and provides 

promotional information and exhibits promoting the region and state.  Also in the past 

year Ballard County hosted its first Waterfowl Festival which had an estimated 2,000 

people participate in the highest paid waterfowl calling contest in the United States along 

with an Ultimate Air Dog competition, kayaking and bicycle tours. 

Chairman Terry reported on the continued development of the trails system in Carlisle 

County.  These trails continue to attract riders to the County and has been well received 
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by the community overall.  He then reported on the West Kentucky Alliance for a Vibrant 

Economy (WAVE) River Counties Agriculture and Commerce Day to be hosted in 

Wickliffe on July 13, 2017.  The theme of this event will be “Let it Grow” and will 

include a Farmers Appreciation Breakfast, Kentucky Agriculture Commissioner Ryan 

Quarles is scheduled to speak and vendors/exhibitors will focus attention on the region’s 

resources.   

 

Ms. Blair briefed the Commission on developments associated with Rotary Park in 

Clinton.  The Park which includes a walking trail, playground, lake stocked through the 

FINS program and will add a Farmers Market starting on July 13, 2017.  She then 

described development of Iron Banks which offers four Bed & Breakfast type rooms and 

has been very successful in Columbus.  Ms. Blair then described improvements to the 

grounds and exhibits at the Hickman County Museum along with a summary of the 

Hickman County Chicken Festival and Civil War Days.  Ms. Blair then explained that an 

effort was underway to get the Hickman County High School Leadership Class involved 

in Heritage Days activities so the youth would be familiar with the County’s history.  

Lastly, Ms. Blair reported Hickman County would soon host a hemp seed cleaning 

facility which has the potential to provide more economic opportunities to residents of 

the region in the future. 

 

Next Mr. Stacey Courtney reported that one Bed & Breakfast was being developed in the 

City of Hickman Courthouse Historic District and a second facility had been proposed for 

the former Cayce School property.  He also noted that renovation of the Meadows Hotel 

in the City of Fulton is scheduled to be complete later this year.  This structure which is 

approaching 100 years old will also serve as a Bed & Breakfast facility.  Activities 

associated with the city Fulton Banana Festival and the City of Hickman Pecan Festival 

were also mentioned.   

 

In addition, Chairman Terry noted that the Kentucky Great River Region Organization 

signage program was wrapping up.   

 

Commissioner Kristen Branscum noted that Tourism, Arts & Heritage Cabinet Secretary 

Don Parkinson had planned to attend this session but had been called to a meeting in 

Louisville.  She then reported that the Cabinet is receiving regular requests for 

information pertaining to the upcoming Total Solar Eclipse and viewing events.  She 

asked that such information be forwarded to her office.  Ms. Branscum then briefed the 

Commission on the Cabinet’s efforts to update their web site and make it more user 

friendly.   

 

7. 2017 National MRPC Annual Meeting  

 

Mr. Davis noted that the 2017 National MRPC Annual Meeting was scheduled for 

Spetember 19-21 in Marquette, Iowa.  He asked that anyone interested in attending let 

staff know so that travel arrangements can be made.   
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8. Other Business  

 

After some discussion, it was the consensus of those present that scheduling this meeting 

earlier in the year, possibly April or May, would provide more people to participate.   

 

9. Adjourn  

 

There being no further business Ms. Blair made a motion to adjourn and Mr. Blair moved

June 2017 Distribution 

 

The CSFP (Commodities and Supplemental Food Program) distributed 56,114 lbs. of 

Commodities to 1692 seniors in the 8 counties of the Purchase.    

 

TEFAP (The Emergency Food Assistance Program) distributed 80,082 lbs. of commodities to 

approximately 2778 households. In addition, 1806 meals were served each month through one 

soup kitchen.   

 

The Food Bank program distributed 89,779 lbs. of commodities to 3843 households.  In 

addition, 2648 meals served through 3 Soup Kitchens. 

 

The Farms to Food Banks program received and distributed to all 8 counties, 16,958 lbs. of fresh 

Kentucky grown produce.
